   Task1 – Describe the pictures...in the picture A  I see or there is, are...
   Some people live in cities or towns, some in villages. Living in cities has advantages/ výhody / and also disadvantages / nevýhody/. On the one hand / na jednej strane / there are many job possibilities, cultural events, sports facilities/ swiming pool, fitness /shopping centres, cinemas, pubs, night bars and hospitals. On the other hand / na druhej strane / there is always traffic jam/ dopravná zápcha/, noise, smoke, dirt/ špina / in the streets and high level of crime.
Many young people like living in the suburb/ predmestie / where is quiet and children have a space for their games like football, …
Many people live also in villages, which are close to nature, quiet and relatively safe. The air there is not as polluted/ znečistený/ as in the towns. The disadvantage can be the distance from work or school, less cultural events or poor social life.
Majority Slovak people live in flats. Some of them have cottages in the mountains / Liptov, Low Tatras../ where they spend their weekend and free time. The British prefer / uprednostňujú / to live in houses. For example there are teracced houses which are built in row / v rade /, semi- detached or detached houses or bungalows.
Some Slovak people have very big houses enough for two families.
The furniture in British and Slovak rooms is not very different. In the living room, there is a wall unit/ obývacia stena /, armchairs, bookcase and caffe table. Usuel on the floor there is a carpet and some living rooms have fireplace.In England usuelly all houses have fireplace. In the kitchen there is also cupboard / kuchynská linka/, sink, cooker, dinner table, stools and fridge. Some british people have also washing machine in the kitchen, slovak have it in the bathroom.
In America live families in big houses with many rooms. British and American people move/ sťahujú / many times in their lives on contrary to slovak people.
